
 
 

Thank you for your interest in going on an Impact or Field trip with Riverview Children’s 
Foundation in 2008.   These are the trips planned: 
 
 
CAMBODIA IMPACT TRIP   
Dates:    3 –17 October   
Team Size:  20 people  
Cost: Approx. $2500 (inc airfares, accommodation, internal transport, 

insurance & activities) 
Additional Costs:  Meals ($250), departure tax ($30), visa ($25), vaccinations, visits to 

tourist sites 
 
Itinerary:  

�� Visit local sights in Phnom Penh to gain an insight into the culture, history and unique 
challenges of Cambodia – including the Kings Palace, Tuol Sleng Genocide Museum 
and the Killing Fields of the Pol Pot regime.   

�� Visit the Hagar children’s projects that are rescuing children who have been abused and 
abandoned, and also providing opportunities for children with disabilities.  Run a fun and 
interactive activities program for these children.   

�� Visit the Prison Fellowship Youth in Prison project, which provides skills training for 
youth imprisoned.  Spend time interacting with the youth through basketball games and 
distributing care packs.   

�� Visit Transform Cambodia, which seeks to improve the lives of children from poverty-
stricken families.  Spend time with the children through teaching English and running 
activity programs.  

�� Visit the Friends Centre, which is helping street children to learn vocational skills and 
receive education.  Spend time with the children and helping out practically at the 
Centre.  

�� Visit Place of Rescue AIDS hospice and orphanage, which is caring for children affected 
by HIV/AIDS.  Undertake some practical projects at the orphanage, such as painting 
and gardening. 

�� Travel to Siem Reap in northern Cambodia to visit the Angkor Wat sites.   
 
CAMBODIA FIELD TRIP   
Dates:    11 - 25 October   
Skills Needed: Tradespeople, General handypersons, teachers and trainers.   
Team Size:  Approx. 15-20 people  
Cost: Approx. $2500 (inc airfares, accommodation, internal transport, 

insurance & contribution to practical projects) 
Additional Costs:  Meals ($250), departure tax ($30), visa ($25), vaccinations, visits to 

tourist sites 
 
Itinerary:  

�� We are calling for tradespeople (such as carpenters, plumbers, electricians and general 
handy persons) to be part of a team that will provide building maintenance labour to 
various projects over a two-week period.   



�� We are also calling for people to be part of a team that provides English teaching, 
computer skills training and training for local teachers in various projects over a two-
week period.   

�� The teams will also visit local sights in Phnom Penh to gain an insight into the culture, 
history and unique challenges of Cambodia – including the Kings Palace, Tuol Sleng 
Genocide Museum and the Killing Fields of the Pol Pot regime.   

 
�� At the conclusion of the work, the teams will travel to Siem Reap in northern Cambodia 

to visit the Angkor Wat tourist sites.  
 
THAILAND FIELD TRIP   
Dates:    11 - 26 October   
Skills Needed: Creative skills – art, drama, dance and music  
Team Size:  10 people  
Cost: Approx. $1950 (inc airfares, accommodation, most meals, transport, 

travel insurance & supplies for creative projects) 
Additional Costs:  Additional meals ($150), departure tax ($20), vaccinations, visits to 

tourist sites 
 
Itinerary:  

�� This is a creative field trip working with the Urban Neighbours of Hope (UNOH), a 
project led by Ash & Anji Barker that works with families living in the Klong Toey slum in 
Bangkok. 

�� The team will help run a creative arts camp over a two week period for children from the 
slum. We are calling for people skilled in teaching any of the following - art, drama, 
dance or music.   

�� We want people who have a heart to bless these children with a fantastic creative 
experience that may change their lives forever. 

�� The teams will also visit local sights in Bangkok to gain an insight into the Thai culture. 
 
 
THAILAND IMPACT TRIP  
Dates:   6 - 20 December  
Team Size:  20 people  
Cost: Approx. $3100 (inc airfares, meals, internal transport, insurance, 

accommodation, and activities) 
Additional Costs:  Departure tax ($25), vaccinations, some meals, visits to tourist sites 
 
Itinerary:  

�� Visit local sights in Bangkok to gain an insight into Thai culture and the unique problems 
affecting children.  The team will visit Rahab Ministries, a project working in the red-light 
district of Pat Pong, which is helping women who want to get out of prostitution.  The 
team will also visit a project that is working with families living in the Khong Toey slum.   

�� Visit the Akha Safe House in Maesai, Northern Thailand, which is providing “at-risk” girls 
with life-skills and education.  The team will spend time with the girls in-residence 
through excursions to local sites and through a program of craft, jewellery making, 
language exercises, games, cooking, painting and gardening.     

�� Visit local sights in northern Thailand including a traditional Akha village, the Golden 
Triangle and enjoy a long boat ride and an elephant ride.   

�� Travel to Khon Kaen in northeastern Thailand to visit the Mercy International project, 
which is caring for children infected by HIV.   

�� The team will travel to a children’s village in Phetchabun also run by Mercy International 
and spend a few days helping to prepare for and run a Christmas festival.  The team will 
provide both creative and practical input into the festival.  Activities will range from 
running games and activities for children, assisting with catering, preparing and 
performing songs, dance and drama and general set up.  



 
UKRAINE IMPACT TRIP  
Dates:   27 September  - 11 October 
Team Size:   15 people  
Cost: Approx. $4500 (inc airfares, internal transport, insurance, 

accommodation, visa, activities & food) 
Additional Costs:  Vaccinations, departure tax, visits to tourist sites, possible stopover in 

London. 
 
Itinerary:  

�� Visit the local sights and villages to gain an insight into Ukrainian culture, history, and 
the unique challenges the underprivileged in Eastern Europe face. 

�� Visit the abandoned babies wards at Brovary Children’s Hospital, Ivankov Hospital and 
Vinnitsa Region Children’s Hospital (subject to quarantines) – spend time with the 
babies and deliver hygiene and nutritional packs (possible painting or building project). 

�� Visit Boyarka Infants Orphanage (newborn – 4 yrs old) and spend time with the children. 
Possible work project painting or building. 

�� Visit to Ladizhin Disabled Orphanage to take food, toys and spend time with residents 
(possible painting or building project). 

�� Visit the Sunshine Centre (rehabilitation centre for street kids near Kiev) and spend time 
interacting with the youth through cooking, sports, jewellery making  (possible painting 
or building project). 

�� Visit Loving Life girls program and contribute into teaching session with underprivileged 
girls. 

�� Possible train trip to Dnipropetrovsk or Lutsk to plan, prepare and outwork an activities 
program for underprivileged children in orphanage or foster care. 

�� Possible building projects on House of Hope (abandoned babies home) and Riverview 
office (built in storage cupboards and redoing walls).  

 
AFRICA IMPACT TRIP 
Date:   4 – 18 July   
Team Size:   20 people   
Cost: Approx. $5000 (inc airfares, internal transport, insurance, 

accommodation, activities & food) 
Additional Costs:   Visas for Kenya & Rwanda ($150), departure taxes ($50), vaccinations, 

visits to tourist sites 
 
Itinerary:  

�� Gain an insight into the history and culture of Rwanda by visiting local sights and 
villages, including the Genocide Memorial Sites.  

�� Visit child-development projects that are facilitated by African Evangelistic Enterprise 
(AEE/Rwanda), a Christian organisation that is working with street children, widows, 
child-headed families, orphans and former prostitutes in Rwanda.   

�� The team will work alongside AEE in Kigali (capital city) and in the provinces of 
Rwamagana and Gisenyi, and will be involved in running a program of various activities 
for vulnerable children including sports, crafts, music, health workshops, English, 
drama, dance.   

�� The team will conduct business skills training for young adults, run educational 
workshops for women in child nutrition and child development, play soccer and games 
with the local youth and undertake a practical project that will assist child-headed 
families.  

�� Visit the Mully Children’s Home in Kenya (subject to the political situation), a project 
caring for over 1000 former street children.  The team will help practically at the homes, 
deliver humanitarian aid and present an evening program for the children.   



�� Spend half a day visiting the Nairobi Game Park and have lunch at the infamous 
Carnivores restaurant in Nairobi.

REQUIREMENTS  
 

�� Undergo a personal interview prior to acceptance of your application & present a 
National Police Clearance. 

�� Provide a written character reference from your pastor or employer if you do not attend 
Riverview Church.   

�� Submit a deposit and all other monies by the due dates as set by the Trip Organisers. 

�� Attend all pre-trip meetings where cultural, health, safety and travel information will be 
communicated.   

 
 
 
HOW TO APPLY  
 

1. Complete the Trip Application form and the Personal Agreement & Liability Release 
form. 

2. Provide a written character reference, if not in attendance or partnership at Riverview 
Church. 

3. Send your application in as soon as possible before the closing dates, to Riverview 
Children’s Foundation. 

4. Your application will be forwarded to the team leader. 

5. The team leader will contact you to arrange an interview. 

6. The team leader will advise you if you have been accepted, following a National Police 
Check and Working with Children Check clearance (forms will be provided). 

7. Once accepted, submit a deposit by the date set by the team leader.
